You must provide 
RECA-approved 
identification to your

Clearly indicate 
either a ñyesò or ñnoò 
for each question.  
You must answer 
ñyesò only if the 
event/situation in 
question has 
occurred since the 
date of your last 
application to RECA.  
 
Providing false or 
misleading 
information may 
result in refusal of 
the application and 
suspension or 
cancellation of any 
authorization issued 
thereupon. 

Must be a physical street address 

Can be a post office box number 

* If a YES answer 
is indicated on the 
application, the 
broker is 
prohibited from 
processing it 
online.  
In this case, the 
original 
application must 
be forwarded to 
RECA for 
processing, along 
with copies of all 
relevant 
documentation to 
support the YES 

answer. 
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SECTION G: 
You must complete 
the affidavit in your 
Legal Name in the 
presence of, and 
have it sworn by, a 
Commissioner of 
Oaths, Notary Public 
or Solicitor.  
 
Making a false 
statement on this 
affidavit constitutes 
a criminal offence 
and is punishable by 
law and may be 
considered conduct 
deserving of 
sanction by the Real 
Estate Council of 
Alberta. 

The affidavit must be sworn 
BEFORE the broker 
acknowledgment can be 
completed. The application is 
valid for 30 days from this date.
